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Linda Ronstadt—have taken the Hall’s stage. Among the many luminaries who have spoken at Mechanics Hall
are Charles Dickens, Susan B. Anthony, Frederick Douglass, and Mark Twain. In addition to serving as a
premiere venue and recording site, Mechanics Hall offers inspiring cultural experiences for diverse audiences

through a variety of creative initiatives—including free concerts, community events, a youth chorus, and

collaborative programs with local colleges and non-profit organizations.
